We were able to feature and perform compositions by community members (1 
student, 1 staff, and 1 parent) and had a standing ovation at the end of the performance! A survey was sent out to 
all students, community members, and staff at the end of the concert process and general feedback was positive 
and supportive for the upcoming concert next year. This year we were also able to involve the Niseko students 
who performed 2 pieces of their own and joined in the last two numbers with the Sapporo campus students. We 
formed a production team of volunteering HIS parents who worked with us to organize ticketing, sponsoring, 
making and organizing costume, making stage sets & props, and creating program booklet, poster & flyer 
designing and printing.
